“ E “ And “ A “ Shaped Barre Chords
New fingering for A and E shapes using second third and fourth fingers to free up the first finger to create the barre.
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An E shape barred at the third fret makes a G chord. An A shape at the third makes a C. An A shape at the fifth makes a D. So we now have a shape that can be played anywhere on the fret board.
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Using E or A minor or seventh shapes we can make minor or seventh chords in the same way.
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
