Chords Key of G
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The roman numerals above the chord boxes refer to note in the scale that the chord is based on. So G is the first note in the G scale, C is the fourth, D the fifth and so on. Lower case roman numerals mean minor chords and upper case means major. 

There are three major and three minor chords in each scale. There is also a diminished chord but more of that later. The letters underneath the boxes are the notes of chord and they all come from the notes of the scale in this case G.
